Films will also be competing for the coveted London Surf / Film
Festival Viewer's Choice award. Deadline for submissions to the international
programme is August 19th 2012.

The Shorties short film competition is open exclusively to surf filmmakers from or based in
Britain and Ireland. It is a platform for homegrown talent to flex their creative muscles and
an opportunity for the best to be selected for screening as part of the festival programme.
To be considered for selection, the films must have a running time of five minutes or under.
Submissions to the Shorts Competition are open until end August 2011.
